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Deed Of Gift

I place In the custody of the island Heights Yacht Club a sterling silver cup to be knows as the

ATKINSON PERPETUAL CUP

FOR SLOOPS

and to be sailed for under the following conditions:-

1.
This cup is to be sailed for by Class "E" Sloops
on Barnegat Bay and vicinity, each Sloop to be owned by a member
of a Club which is a member of the Barnegat Bay Yacht Racing
Association.     If at any time in the future this class should be
discontinued, then the cup reverts to boats to be raced for known
as Sloops.   This race must be competed for by boats from at least
two clubs.

2. The race for this cup must be arranged for by the Regatta Committee of the Island Heights Yacht Club, subject to the approval of the Barnegat Bay Yacht Racing Association, and must be held the same day as the race for the Morgan Cup.

3. The course to be sailed shall be that of the Island Heights Yacht Club.     The race shall not be less than ten (10) miles and must be sailed under the rules and within the limits as prescribed by the Barnegat Bay Yacht Racing Association.

4. Boats are to be wholly manned and sailed by amateur crews composed of members of the competing yacht clubs.
5. The boat winning the cup is to have engraved thereon, in small characters, the name of yacht and owner, club and date of race.   The Club winning the race is to be custodian of the cup for the year in which it was won, and prior to the race for the follow​ing year is to be returned to the Island Heights Yacht Club to be again contested for.   A receipt shall be given by the owner of the winning sloop agreeing to comply with this article.

In the event of there being no sloops to race for

this oup after a lapse of three years, the custodian of the cup shall return It to the Island Heights Yacht Club.   Should there again be sloop races the cup is to be contested for the same as in the be​ginning.

If at any time in the future the Island Heights Yacht
Club should s«o   longer be a member of the Barnegat Bay Yacht Racing
Association then this cup shall be sailed for under the Jurisdiction
of the Island Heights Yacht Club.
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
